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TEXT 1: CHAOS AT THE VAN GOGH MUSEUM

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In 2022, the Van Gogh Museum in Amsterdam —in collaboration with Pokémon Company International— gave out special cards to
celebrate its 50™ anniversary and recognize the link between Van Gogh and Japanese art. These cards featured an image of Pikachu, the
beloved mascot of the Pokémon Universe, painted in the style of Vincent Van Gogh's 1887 work ‘Self-Portrait with Grey Felt Hat.’

To get one of these cards, ticket holders had to complete a scavenger hunt, walking by Van Gogh classics as well as Pokémon-
inspired pieces of art, like Pikachu and Snorlax paintings. Every person who completed the gymkhana received a card. The deadline was
October 13%.

Lots of videos on social media showed how fans of the game caused a great disorder in the gift shop as customers lined up to get the
cards and resellers congregated outside the building. “It was chaotically busy,” said Nikki Meijer-Vosters, a lifelong Pokémon fan who
participated in the scavenger hunt with her husband and son. They each got a Pikachu card. After Nikki left the museum, people offered
her money for the cards. She refused and instead took the cards home and placed them in a special folder with her collection of other
Pikachu cards.

The collaboration was aimed at attracting new audiences, but what the institution did not foresee was chaos. On behalf of the museum,
Lisette Van den Brink announced by email: “As a result of recent incidents during which a small group of individuals created an undesirable
situation, we have been led to take the difficult decision to make the special Pikachu & Van Gogh Museum promo no longer available in
the museum.”
